Chafford Gorges Nature Park and Visitor Centre

Contributing towards sustainable communities,

Chafford Gorges Nature Park is set in the heart of a new
development of 6,500 houses in Grays, Essex. This is a
very urban area and the Nature Park, which is managed
by Essex Wildlife Trust, offers local people 81 hectares of
open space in which to relax and enjoy nature. The Nature
Park consists of a connecting network of important green
space and is an extremely important area for wildlife

and the 12,500 inhabitants of Chafford Hundred.

Since Essex Wildlife Trust opened their Visitor Centre in
April 2006 the use of the park has increased substantially
and the Nature Park and Visitor Centre offer an important
focal point for the surrounding community.

The Gorges include an abundance of wildlife and the
cliffs are of geological importance. It is one of the best
places to see kingfishers, woodpeckers, butterflies and
orchids, while at the same time it is hugely important
for local people. The area is made up of former chalk
quarries known as Warren Gorge, Lion Gorge and Grays
Gorge together with connecting Mill Wood and
Wouldham Cliffs.

Darland Banks

Darland Banks, in the heart of urban Medway, is an
important landscape feature and green lung for the
whole of the Medway Complex. It comprises more than
45 hectares of chalk downland, neutral grassland, scrub
and secondary woodland.

The site is owned by Medway Council and is managed

on long lease by the Kent Wildlife Trust. It has unrestricted
access, with several public footpaths criss-crossing the
banks and a permissive bridleway, also allowing cyclists.
Darland is home to more than 22 species of butterfly

and more than 80 species of moth.

The Chase

The Chase in Barking and Dagenham covers 48 hectares
and is managed by London Wildlife Trust on behalf of the
London Borough of Barking and Dagenham. There are
shallow wetlands, reedbeds, horse-grazed pasture, scrub
and woodland. These harbour an impressive range of
animals and plants, including the rare black poplar tree.

This site is a haven for birds, with around 200 different
species recorded here over the years — from teal and
shoveler in winter, woodpeckers and kingfisher all year,
to a range of scarce and rare birds, especially during
migration. The Chase is popular with winter bird watchers
but has plenty of yearround wildlife to interest visitors.
The nature reserve also contains small areas of woodland
scrub with the rare black poplar tree, meadows that
harbour butterflies and grass snakes, and the River Rom
which provides a home for sticklebacks, damselflies and
water voles.
